Egg Tower Competition
Towers have been a part of developed society for centuries.  Towers serve a variety of purposes, but today you will build a tower to hold an egg.  The theme for today is balance, and in order for your egg to stay on the top of your tower, your tower must be structurally sound.  Think about a shape (circle, square, triangle, etc) that is structurally sound, and try to start your design from there.  Remember to plan out your design before beginning, so that you don’t run out of materials.
The tower that is the tallest, obeys all rules, and holds the egg for the longest period of time will win the challenge.

Scotch Tape

1” Spaghetti

10 Straws

-
1 Egg

Things to Keep in Mind
· The egg must lie on top of the tower.  

· The egg must not be taped to the tower.

· Do not attach your structure to the ground, it must be mobile.
· Bartering for materials is allowed.
· The tower must be at least 16” tall.
