Save the Snowboarder!

It has been reported that a snowboarder was just buried under an avalanche at the bottom of Mt. Doom.  A helicopter is scheduled to pick the snowboarder up at the base of the mountain in six minutes, but the snowboarder must be transported to the helicopter in order to be saved.

1)

4)
Enable autonomous navigation to maneuver through the 
Park 

5) Drop down the magnet device and save the snowboarder

6)
Return the snowboarder safely to the helicopter landing pad
